DOG POLICY

TO ENSURE ALL OF OUR GUESTS EXPERIENCE A COMFORTABLE AND MEMORABLE 
STAY WITH US, PLEASE REVIEW OUR DOG POLICIES PRIOR TO YOUR ARRIVAL: 

Two dogs maximum per room.

For your convenience, a dog bed, bowls, treats, and waste bags will be provided in-room. Please leave bed 
and bowls in your room upon departure.

By law, dogs may not be left unattended in the room under any circumstance. If a dog is left in the room, 
housekeeping service will not be provided.

Dogs must be on a leash at all times in all public areas of the hotel and are allowed in designated areas, 
including:
	 • Lobby
	 • Sun Deck
	 • Pacific Point Vista (lawn area in front of the lobby)
	 • Parking areas

Dogs are not permitted in pool areas, Pacific Market, or Daybreak Kitchen. Only service dogs are allowed 
access to all guest areas including public spaces.

Owners must pick up after their dogs. Guests may use the grass in front of the Ocean House Suites as a pet 
relief area. Waste bags will be provided in-room for your convenience.

Owners are responsible for their dog’s behavior. Any damage to the room caused by dog(s) will result in 
additional charges. Pacific Point Resort reserves the right to assess a disturbance fee in the event that a dog’s 
barking interferes with the comfort of other guests. Dogs that are disturbing other guests may be removed 
from the room if we are unable to contact the owner. A cell phone number is required in case we need to 
contact you.
